From keeping the birds
comfortable in climate-controlled environments to
refrigeration of the finished product, producing eggs
requires an enormous amount of energy. After taking
over the energy program in 2017, Senior Manager

of Operations Cody Herbruck began looking for
opportunities to achieve its sustainability goals while
reducing the cost burden of energy usage.
