Insurance Meeting Cancelled - Message from Linda Desorcie - Benefits Operations

We are in the process of completing our Annual Enroliment mailings, which we anticipate will be
mailed out in late September (or early October at the latest), ahead of the 2024 annual enrollment
period that runs from Oct 18-Nov 1. * We are certain the materials will give everyone the infor-
mation they need for the annual enrollment season. Those enrolled through Via Benefits will receive
an update on the 2024 HRA amounts, which are increasing 2% again this year. * Anyone whose
Medicare plans (including Part D prescription drugs) are changing will receive updates directly from
the carriers. * At this time, we have not been informed of any anticipated changes, but that doesn’t
mean there aren’t any so watching for mailings is important. * As in the past, we encourage every-
one to review their prescription drug coverage just in case needs have changed during the current
year and they may find a more efficient Part D plan for 2024. * We are also planning a set of virtual
“age-in” meetings on October 24, like we’ve offered in the past, to invite those turning age 65 soon
(December 2023-December 2024) to learn about the Via Benefits enroliment process. * There will
be a recording of that meeting, and last year’s recording available online now also. Visit:

Legislative Report by: LeRoy Reiss

Michigan currently relies on a per gallon fuel tax to fund roadway projects and maintenance. With electric, hybrid
and fuel-efficient vehicles become more prevalent on Michigan roads, the traditional method of funding roadways is
becoming less effective. The Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT) is considering a road usage tax
based on the miles driven to replace the gas tax. This fall, MDOT plans to conduct a survey of 20,000 residents to
gauge the acceptance of a road usage tax. You may comment on the proposed road usage tax via MDOT Public
Outreach website - Public Outreach (michigan.gov) [michigan.gov].
